COMPONENT  SEMINAR  AGREEMENT

La/eGAL, Inc. (“La/eGAL”) is a corporation with its principal place of business at 2170 Lonicera Way, Charlottesville, VA  22911-9037.  La/eGAL operates the AIA Trust Legaline (“LegaLine”) under contract with the AIA Trust.  This Agreement is made by and between La/eGAL and

as follows:


1.  La/eGAL hereby promises to make Charles R. Heuer, FAIA, Esq. available to present one of the five “2009 Component Seminars” described on the AIA Trust web-site.  The date, time and location of the Seminar presentation shall be agreed upon between La/eGAL and the Component.

2.  Component, in consideration of La/eGAL’s services, hereby agrees to:

(a) Purchase a one-year component subscription to LegaLine for Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00);

(b) Select and arrange for a site for the Seminar presentation.  If there are charges for the site, the Component shall pay such charges;

(c) Promote the Seminar to the Component’s membership; 

(d) At least 7 days before the scheduled Seminar date, provide La/eGAL with the names of at least 20 attendees for the Seminar;

(e) Introduce Mr. Heuer and discuss brief talking points about the AIA Trust and LegaLine (which will be furnished to the Component).  Distribute AIA Trust Brochures to attendees at the Seminar. 

3.  The one year subscription will automatically be renewed and invoiced on the anniversary date of the initial contract, unless Component cancels or La/eGAL declines to renew.

4.  The Component shall be entitled to charge a participation fee for the Seminar and may retain net earnings, if any.

5.  The Component shall create and maintain a link on its website to the AIA Trust web site.


6. Unless the Component provides the names of at least 20 attendees at least 7 days in advance of the scheduled Seminar date, La/eGAL shall be entitled to cancel the Seminar without any obligation to Component.  Component may elect to proceed with the Seminar with less than 20 attendees if it pays for Mr. Heuer’s expenses for transportation, hotel and sustenance, plus a fee of One Thousand Dollars ($1,000.00) for up to two days of Mr. Heuer’s time out of his office in Charlottesville, VA, or a fee of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for up to 3 days of Mr. Heuer’s time out of his office in Charlottesville, VA.  All payments shall be made in advance.

7. Component understands that the material presented in the Seminar, including in PowerPoint presentations and Handouts, is designed to inform attendees generally about various legal and professional practice topics.  Attendees will be cautioned to use such materials as an information guide only.  Determinations concerning particular legal matters or the application of the law to particular factual situations should not be made solely upon the information presented at the Seminar.


8.  La/eGAL and Component agree that no claim, regardless of form, arising out of this Agreement may be made, nor any action based upon such claim brought, by either of them, more than one (1) year after the basis of such claim becomes known to the party wishing to assert it.


9.  Neither this Agreement nor any rights under it may be assigned, sublicensed, or otherwise transferred, wholly or partially, by Component without La/eGAL’s written consent.


10. If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be void, invalid, unenforceable, or illegal for any reason, the validity and enforceability of all the remaining provisions shall not be affected by such determination.


11.This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between La/eGAL and Component with respect to its subject matter and supersedes any and all prior understandings and agreements, written or oral, relating to such subject matter.  To be effective, amendments to this Agreement must be written and signed by both La/eGAL and the Component.


12.  The person(s) signing this Agreement on behalf of the parties hereby individually warrant that they have full legal power to execute the Agreement on behalf of the respective parties and to bind and obligate the parties with respect to all provisions contained herein.
